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>> This is a test. 

>> Test. 

>> This is a test.? 

>> William, this is Jeff. Yes, we can hear you. 

>> Meg, try again. 

>> Meg is just sitting on the side and doesn't have a microphone, so she is not able to respond. 

>> Hi, this is Roger. I just got my volume adjusted. Can you hear me? 

>> Yes, Roger. We hear you loud and clear. 

>> Excellent. I didn't know how to configure a microphone.? Thank you. 

>> Good evening everybody. I am not sure what happened. I've been doing all whole bunch of stuff on my laptop and I was logged into the room and didn't see anyone in there. I had a feeling my session expired. I didn't see anybody locked in. Catherine or whoever is going to be changing the presentation could click on follow me, you should be able to control it from there. Once again, apologies. 

>> Hi, Steve.I am doing the changes for myself tonight. 

>> Okay. I am glad Catherine called me. I and staring at the room and no one is in there and saying, should it be? I wonder what was going on. Jeff, try clicking on slide one and then slide number two and then slide one again once you take over the control. 

>> Steve, we are not seen  -- seen the numbers on the slides. 

>> Now do you see them? Hang on. 

>> No, not at this time. Yes, now they are there. 

>> Okay. If you grab control and then click on No. two again and then click on number one, you have got it made. Thank you. Once again, I am really sorry. 

>> Test. 

>> You sound good, Holly. 

>> Test, test. 

>> Hello, Jenny. Use our good also. If you could hold jerky down for about a half second and kind of wait for the transmission to kick in, we will hear everything you say. If you hold the control key down and talk really quick, it may clip the very first part of what you say the first time. 

>> Test. 

>> Very good, Cindy. We heard you. 

>> We are going to be starting in just about a minute or so. We have a couple more people we are waiting to enter the room. Thanks. 

>> Jeff, if you could let me know about 30 seconds before you began, I am going to log out of the room, turn on the recording server, block back into the room, start the recording, and then I am going to have you just go to slide number two and go to slide the one and we will get a great recording. 

>> That is fine, Steve. 

>> Thank you. 

>> Okay, Jack.I am going to walk back out, start the server, log back in, and I assume you are almost ready to begin. 

>> Yeah, that is fine, Steve. Go ahead and I will click the slides and we will get started. 

>> Okay. Thank you. 

>> Okay, Jeff.Wait about five seconds and click on slide to and then slide one. 

>> Good evening everybody. This is just Vernooy from Write State University coming to you from our second program from starting right getting ready now. Sponsored by the Johnson scholarship foundation. One of the things I think I forgot to do in our first time was to think that Johnson's scholarship foundation for its support of this project for yet there are forward thinking individuals who are concerned about the opportunities for students with disabilities in going to college, and we really appreciate all of their help in setting up this program. 

>>> Those of you that were on last time, this is Jeff Vernooy 3I am the director of the Office of disability Services and I am from a Write State University tree and I am pleased to be the host of this program that works with students about preparing to go to college and to get involved with STEM and other science areas. We have a busy show tonight. We have a number of things to do. We have some special guests and other kinds of things. As we began our part to of STEM College and careers, I want to talk a little bit about some of the things from our last program, just a short review. I want to talk a little bit about, how do we choose careers? What is a career? It is the formula of your interests plus your abilities plus the demand that is out there for people in that particular field equals of successful career. We talked a little bit more about thinking now and about getting ready for college, that college is not something we decide the night before and get up and go do. Sometimes it takes years of preparation to begin to develop the skills that you will need to be successful in a college environment. Certainly, taking the right courses in high school is part of it, but there is lots of other kinds of things. Some of those will go into more detail with over the next few shows to help get ready for those kinds of things. And then we did a definition on STEM. STEM stands for science, technology, engineering, and mathematics. Those are the kinds of courses we think are going to be most useful to students in the years to come as we in the United States move from a manufacturing environment to a knowledge environment, and knowledge society, a society that works on the thoughts and ideas, the research and development that will help this world become a better place for all of us to live in. 

>>> Meg has shared with me that we did get some homework in. There were several people who did respond. Let me take a minute to kind of look through here. We got something from Ashley. Ashley's father is a building code inspector. I think that counts as technology. That is right, Ashley. It does. She also has a friend that has a teacher. I am glad to see that you included us as one of the ten schools 200 miles from your home. Write State University University was right there at the top of the list. Like to see that kind of stuff. We get something from Benjamin. Benjamin, think you for sending in your thing. You indicated a number of people with STEM careers. Many of them had to do with individuals who are in engineering. You have a chemistry teacher. You also listed ten colleges that are close to you. Ohio State and Ohio University being the first two that you came up with. You also talked about some of the smaller schools like Nazarene and [ indiscernible ]. You are right. Those are the kind of things we should be doing. Certainly, I am glad to see you are involved in a variety of activities such as computer games and wheelchair basketball. Those are good areas for folks to have. Even though we are going to major in a particular area, we still need to love sports and hobbies and other things like that to do on the other side. We got something from Anthony St. Anthony, thank you very much. Anthony was did Penn state. O As you -- He has his interest, they start it off. Water park slides, going out on it you tube, he likes algebra. Of bowling, and swimming. Those are great opportunities, Anthony. Those are the things we want to see you get involved in, particularly the math. As we will talk about later on down the line, Mass is the language of science. That is an important one. And then, William, we got your homework also. William likes science. He likes to study what the board is made -- The World is made up of three he has listed some of the different things that he is interested in. He also listed the National College University of [ indiscernible ]. It thinks it to those students who did send in homework. We will have another hallmark session at the end of today's program -- home work session. We will halt all little surprise for those people that participate. An opportunity to plant a really special price. Make sure you save time at the end and we will print out the copy of what your homework assignments are going to be when we get there. Tonight we are want to go on and begin to talk about some of the things that we are going to do tonight. Do students really go to college and have the STEM careers? I know that sometimes when I talk with students they are kind of shocked and excited of the fact that they can in fact have an opportunity to go to college to study a particular major to get into a particular field. We have a couple of guests today that will share with us some of the things that they have learned while they have been on the campus and the kinds of things that they do while they are here at the university. And then hopefully as part of that discussion we will talk a little more about how students with disabilities in particular managed on our college campus and what kind of support they get, what kinds of things happened redefine the way, this is something that is probably a little bit more interesting to the parents then it is the students, but how do we pay for college? What are the financial responsibilities we have to have? Is there help and assistance financially to go to college? We are going to take some time and talk about those kinds of things as well. 

>>> I have brought today a couple of students who led been on our campus for quite some time. Holly slack and you can see a picture of holly. And Jennifer boarded. That is actually a picture of her this past Saturday. As you can see, she graduated. With the ribbons around her, she has high honors as well. So, she has done an outstanding job in getting her baccalaureate degree. In fact, she did such a great job we are not letting her go. We are one to ask her to stay here and work on some additional kinds of degrees and get involved predict I am glad to let each of them say hello and tell the audience a little bit about themselves, maybe talk a little bit about their disability and was high school like back in the day that they were in high school and some of the things that they did. Let me start off with Holly. Do you want to start off by saying hello to everyone and sharing a little bit about yourself? 

>> Hello, everyone. My name is Holly slack. I am 28 years old. I am currently a graduate at Write State University. I am currently made during and Human factors psychology. This is the start of my third year. I have a bachelor's degree from Write State University in biology, and I also am finishing my master's in biology also at Write State University. I just have to finish writing my thesis. The fiscal expenses, I actually have a spinal cord injury as a result of a car accident in my junior year of high school. Prior to my accident, I was involved in several sports. I played volleyball, basketball, I was captain of the dance came, and for my part time job, I was a dance instructor at a local dance studio. I was also involved before and after my accident in student council. I was class president every year of high school. And just various other activities through school. I first became interested in science my freshman year of high school during my first biology course. I was particularly interested in how the human body worked. And as a sophomore in high school, I actually shadowed an anesthesiologist for a day. I got to observe a couple of surgeries. One was an open heart surgery, which was very interesting. 

>> Great, Holly. Thank you very much for sharing a little bit. I think one of the things I want to point out is when you were in high school and you were involved in your academic type things, you did other things. Did you find that those other activities helped you to prepare? 

>> I think definitely they helped. They help with communication skills, teamwork throughout actually the end of high-school and more so in college. Working in the lap, you work with lab partners. They are very valuable tools as far as communication and working with others. 

>> Great. Thank you. I want to point out to folks that when we are talking about preparing for college, certainly taking the right course is is there, but it is also good to get involved in other activities. Whatever schedules' bear, but to be involved is an important aspect. Our second guest tonight is Jenny. Do you want to say hello to the audience, Jenny and tell them a little about yourself and some of the issues you face in high school. 

>> Hi, I am Jenny [ indiscernible ]. I am a recent graduate, as you can see. I had a bachelor's in psychology. I am going into the [ indiscernible ] program next year for my master's and continuing on with a Ph.D. hopefully. The difficulties I had in high school was -- louder? First, I have had my disability my whole life. It is [ indiscernible ] this is where my the choice [ inaudible ] in the room. My muscle did not develop. My arms and legs to not work correctly. The difficulties I had in high school was usually socializing with my peers, but I had a real passion for education and learning. I have always liked science, but it really hit me when I was in biology in tenth grade where my teacher would include me in everything that the other students we're doing and she adapted so I could do dissections or I could do identifying bugs and other signs related things. I also had a passion with mathematics and other things like physics also. 

>> Thanks, Jenny. It seems like both of you talk about the hands on, the doing, the lap kinds of things. Is that something that has interested both of you and let you towards going into science? 

>> Definitely for me. I have always liked learning by doing hands-on activities, and I really -- after my accident occurred, I thought that would be a challenge because I don't have any use of my hands. When I got to college, my first actual lab experience I was actually very nervous on how I would be able to participate. I was soon relieved when my instructor approached me and said, any accommodations we can make to of all, and the same response from my lab partner I was paired up with. I did more of the thinking part and they did more of the hands on activities, however, we still learn from each other and I could instruct them on how to make a certain incision for item section. So, we really worked together to complete the project. 

>> Thanks, Holly Jenny, how about you? 

>> In the lab, I had a similar experience as Holly working with a partner and doing more of the mental work and explaining how to do surgical techniques or other hands on things. But at first I was worried I couldn't do it since my hands -- I have a difficult time using them. And being extremely short, I have all hard time reaching the laboratory. In high school, it would actually go up to my shoulders. 

>> Okay. So, you guys were in high school. Your boss took some courses in those areas. It was something that you were definitely interested in. And now you come to college for the first time. What were those -- what was that first year like? The change from high school to college Jenny, why don't we start off with you. 

>> The change between high school and college was extremely difficult, but a huge learning experience. I've learned how to become independent and just live on my own. I had lived with my parents and family my whole life, but here I had to learn how to work with personal assistants that helped me get ready in the morning and get ready at night and also working in a classroom I was more independent. In the classroom in high school, I had a personal assistant with me most of the day except for my math and science classis. So, now I would have to get my books out myself and ask for help. With getting notes, I've got a permit teachers in high school, but now I've learned how to talk to other students in the class. I was always one -- [ indiscernible ] and ask them to help me. 

>> So you were much more in charge then, Jenny. You kind of set up the needs you had better than just having an aide that accompanied you and knew automatically what you needed, right? 

>> Yes, that is right. 

>> Holly, you had been injured for about a year. College was a new thing. Having a disability was a new thing. What was that first year like for you? 

>> Really the first week was very I opening. For the first time, I had to manage my care of my own instead of having family members basically there to take care of me or make arrangements for someone to take care of me. Going to class with several students and some of your introductory class is was a big change for me because I came from a small local school. I soon figured out that in courses I would introduce myself to my instructor and they were more than pulling to do anything to help me out to make the transition an easy one. And the same thing really with my personal assistance. I just communicated with them what I needed. I was fortunate that most of them did a great job. In fact, I had some support to the office of disabilities offices here. That was also a big help. 

>> Holly, you talk about something that I think is an important aspect of getting involved in of particular major. That is the acceptance by your faculty members that you had. Did all of them feel that way? We're there some that were a little skeptical? What kind of response did you get when you rolled into the classroom for the first time? 

>> I think I was definitely more nervous than the faculty members were. It seemed like they had more experience dealing with someone with a Delos ability -- someone with a disability. I was well received by every professor that I had. 

>> Jenny, how about you? Did you find that there were particular faculty members that were comfortable with you, that you really like to deal with or liked to talk with, that sort of thing, and may be others that weren't as comfortable with you? 

>> I have to agree with Holly. The faculty members were wonderful and excepting. Also, the students were from the first day of class. As I got into my major of psychology, I found a few faculty members I have become really good friends in mentors throughout my career. 

>> So, I guess I am hearing from both of you that all in all use those accepted by both the faculty and the staff. If you did run into a problem or there was a barrier that occurred during that first year or that second year, how did you get that self? Where did you go? 

>> When I would have barriers, I would first try to talk to the professor. If that didn't work, I would then talked to a disability Services and see what I could do to figure it out and kind of get a firsthand approach to it. 

>> Okay. So you really wanted to try to sell a yourself first and then would come to disability Services if you needed some support. What about you, Holly? 

>> Pretty much the same thing. I would first try to talk to the professor about the situation. I would consult disability Services, and I was also fortunate enough early on in my college career to have a friend of Professor. I could go to him for school related problems or personal problems. She was more than willing to help me out with any problems. I felt very comfortable if any issue with a rise that I would need some help handling. 

>> Great. Thanks. When we talk about STEM and Science Technology in engineering and math. We also think of laboratories, projects, other kinds of things that we are doing. You have talked all little bit about the physical requirements. What do you do when you first sit down and the instructor is giving you this lab problem that you have to do? What do you do to kind of get ready and organize the assistance that you are going to need? 

>> Usually after the lab assignment is given, I talk with my lab partner and the kind of discuss White who is going to do what for the project and generally I offer up sang I will do the calculations because, you know, I feel like I can contribute the most by doing that. And then I would ask them if they could do most of the physical work and then just consult one another throughout the whole project. 

>> It was really kind of your call. You had to make the decisions about what you were going to do and ask your partner for those kinds of assistance, right, Holly? 

>> That is right, Jeff. I assumed they didn't know what I would be able to do or not do. I figured if I would just bring up the subject myself, it would make it easier for them to talk about things or work with me. 

>> I think that is an important point that the only thing that people with disabilities need to be prepared to explain what they can and can't do so that they and their partners can work side by side. Jenny, have you had some experience where you have had friends and you are going to do something different and you need to have them give you some kind of assistance and tell them how to do those kinds of things? 

>> Yes. Jeff, I have had that experience before. I usually talk to my friends or my peers in the class is and tell them that, hey, this is what I can do, but I ambling to try to do something else but I may need your help. This is something else we have done before and we could try this again. Sometimes I say we could try anything in work on it together. 

>> Great bird so we spent a lot of time talking about the academic life and the kinds of things you do in laboratories and how you interact with faculty and your classmates and stuff like that. How about social life? What is it like on campus? What kinds of things do students have an opportunity to get involved in if they want to as part of their campus life? Jenny, let's start with you. 

>> There are many things to get involved with on campus it is a little scary at first introducing yourself to the other peers and getting involved in clubs and groups, but it is pretty fun. Some of them that I have been in is Community Council, which is with the president's wife, so the dorms and apartments, and also working in different labs. That is not release social. And also working in groups -- like I am in psychology Club where we do some academic things. We have all been party. She was giving [ indiscernible ] analyses. 

>> That sounds like fun. That sounds like a lot of fun. Holly, how will you? 

>> I was still interested in athletics, so I was actually the club volleyball Secretary at Write State University of my sophomore do. I got to actually attend the events with the team. I still felt like I was part of the team even though I wasn't out on the court. Really, coming here I was nervous, I think as any person with or without a disability would. You know, starting college, meeting new people. I was surprised at how people would approach me and asked me questions. I didn't always have to go to them and say, you know, this is what happened, this is my story. People saw me as a person and not as a disability. I had not really experienced that prior to coming here. 

>> I think that is an important aspect because people want to feel accepted. They want to feel like they are part of the campus community. I think you guys have a lot in common with your able bodied peers on campus and the things that they are doing. What are you guys doing today? Where are you headed now? It has been a few years. Both of you have been on campus. You are headed into different kinds of fields. Let's talk a little bit about what your plans and goals and aspirations are. Jenny, why don't we start with you. 

>> Now I am hoping to actually just to continue on to go with grad school. My future plans after that would be being a professor and researcher in humor factor psychology. I would also like to one day -- I guess you'd call it three times, be a motivational speaker. I would use academic -- [ inaudible ]. 

>> I am glad you raised that point. I think both of you have actually had to give presentations up in front of an audience of some kind. Is that part of what comes with going to college? You learn to talk about the field you are in and that sort of thing, Holly? 

>> Yes, definitely. I have had several opportunities to speak in front of crowds, which for me was a very nerve wracking experience the first time around. You get a little more used to it, but there are still a few and Herbst each time. It has definitely helped me to feel more comfortable speaking in front of large groups. 

>> Holly, you had a really great opportunity about a year and a half ago. You got to go to Washington D.C. and attend a session of Congress? 

>> Yes, Jeff, that is correct. I actually got to travel with one of our professors here, and I got to speak in front of Congress about my experiences here at school in about some of the wonderful things in programs we have here. 

>> Thanks allot. And, Jenny, you just came back from Chicago and did a presentation in Chicago to other psychology [ indiscernible ] and students. 

>> Yes, I did. It was a wonderful experience. I loved it because I could really feel the love and passion for psychology that I have. Also, I was just -- It didn't matter if I was in a wheelchair or not. When I was talking to other people, they just saw me, my face, looked me straight in the eye, not anything around me or anything like that. 

>> I guess I want to kind of summarize the things you said about taking the time to learn the things you need assistance with, sharing with folks, looking at your interests and ideas particularly in the field of STEM. I guess my last question to you is what kinds of optimism or what kinds of hope do you have about finding jobs after you finish your degrees at Write State University and go out into the world? DA think that is a possibility? Are you pretty confident in the way that you are going? 

>> I believe to get careers -- [ inaudible ]. I believe to get a job after school that is going to be a challenge, but if I keep on having a positive attitude and keep up with it that I can get it. 

>> I agree. I think it might be a little challenging at first, but I feel like my education I received here has prepared me for the well as well as my experiences out of the classroom. I just feel like I am not very well prepared to start a career in whatever profession I choose. 

>> Great. Thanks, Holly. Thanks, Jenny. We appreciate the time you spent with us and the willingness to share some things. We hope that the students will pick on some of the perspective that you have and go from there. Okay. So, we are going to go on tonight and talk a little bit more about going to college with a disability and some of the things that you should consider. One of the things that we heard Holly and Jenny talking about is self advocacy. That is an important topic. To be able to go up to your professors in say, hi, I am a student in your biology class and say I have a learning disability. Here are the things that I need [ inaudible ] for. I can be like a lot of the other students if I just have those accommodations. Be able to say those kinds of things and to do that on of a regular basis in advocate for yourself is an important aspect of going to college. Really the first step that you need to do to take care of that. The second thing that we heard was that both Holly and Jenny art involved. Jenny's was in psychology and she was getting her bachelor's degree Paulis was in biology. U.S. to take coursework in the field of STEM. And then I guess the third area was that they do get involved in student life. They do other kinds of things. They interact with their friends, they go out, they attend professional meetings, they get involved in clubs related to their disability. And all of those kinds of things in help them to be more entrenched in the field and began to make contact with people who are in that STEM field. And then the other thing they both mentioned is that they ran into problems and/or there was difficulties, they could count on the offices of disabilities Services, they ask for assistance. Assistance can be in a variety of ways seen what kinds of things that need to be discussed and how to better approach someone on a particular situation. Assistance could be going with a student to a meeting with a faculty member to help explain what accommodations are necessary. Assistance can be coming in and finding out where to go to find jobs and what kind of things can we do to prepare ourselves better in those particular fields. So, all of those things are things that the Office of disability Services can kind of help folks do and begin the process of making college a career that is great. Okay. We are going to go on to our final topic now. As I said, is off the topic that families look at, but parents may be more interested than students. Although, I do think it is important for families as they begin to talk about college to talk about how students will contribute to their financial needs that they have. It is not just something that Mom and Dad can downgrade students, even if it means working up part-time job to get some spending money. I guess the person we need to talk about as they begin to look at paying for college is starting early. Begin the process of looking at what kinds of things and what the costs are going to be. There is certainly different types of programs and funds and other kinds of things that moms and dads may even already be involved in in terms of putting money aside towards that goal of going to college.? College, unfortunately, is not an inexpensive situation. Families need to start early and began thinking about those kinds of things and get information about where to get help and those kinds of things. One is becomes closer to the time for when you are going to college, one of the first things you hear people talk about is FAFSA form. That is FAFSA. It is the free application for federal student aid. No matter what economic level you are at, if you are going to ask for assistance from some other entity, agencies, college draft or whatever, they are going to want you to have filled out the FAFSA form. That can go on file, and that can be used by various organizations to determine what level of assistance and other kinds of things that you may have out there. And then, certainly, there is the federal grant program for families who need assistance in going to college. There are also grants from individual states depending on the state that you are in. Your state may have a program that provides assistance to individuals, all students want to go to college. And then there is the [ indiscernible ] loans. Loans are things that families and students take out. In some cases, the payment occurs immediately and in other cases, the payments are postponed until the student graduates from college and goes out and begins to start their job. Loans are becoming more and more common in the financial aid package that individuals have as they get ready to go to college. 

>>> There are also some special helps for students with disabilities. First, some of you may already be aware of this, Social Security benefits. They are available to people with disabilities at an early age and can continue on into college to assist and not paying for the expenses and other kinds of things that there are. In fact, some of our students when they move on to a college campus permanently actually see an increase in their Social Security benefits because they are judged at that point to be independent to get a higher amount of Social Security [ indiscernible ]. At the other thing to work with students of disabilities and funding college are the state rehabilitation Services Commission, the Bureau of [ indiscernible ]. Both agencies in Ohio and the surrounding states, and every state has a rehabilitation [ indiscernible ]. It may just be a different name. All of those programs are dedicated to do one thing. They are there to provide assistance in funding to allow people to become employed. Now, as part of that employment plan, college may be a part of that. It is important that particularly by your senior year in high school that you make contact with your local state [ indiscernible ] we have agency to open a case and began to discuss what kinds of assistance are going to be available. Of course, they will want you to fill out that FAFSA form that we talked about earlier. Then they will sit down and begin the discussion as to what kind of assistance they can provide predict they may not provide tuition, but they might provide assistance in funding for particular accommodations that you may need it because of your disability in Loan in addition to that, it is important to check on dedicated scholarships that are out there and available to all students. And particularly dedicated scholarships for students with disabilities. Those individuals, those programs, are sometimes available through your parents employment area. Other times it might be available through the schools that you are going to be attending. There is lots of information in your local library on various scholarship funds and the kinds of things that you can get from those. As we did last time, we have a number of resources that are out there that can give you information about going to college and some of the kinds of things that students with disabilities need to do to get ready. One of the best is the George Washington University he thought Resources center. That has been action for a long time. It supports individuals with disabilities by providing them with information about going to school. They have even had some special projects working with students about going into the sciences in various ways. So we would recommend that you go to that website and take a look at some of the materials that they have and use that as part of your discussions during the evening as you begin to talk about going to college. There is also all website for college funding strategies, for students with disabilities that can provide you with information about these kinds of things. Remember, we are going to mail out these resource pages to you. Don't spend a lot of time copying them down right now. And then our own Write State University [ indiscernible ]. As it gets closer to the time, if you think we are the place you want to go, certainly take time to talk about the financial it specialist to talk about the options that are available there as well. 

>>> There are also state aid programs like the Ohio college opportunity grant. We talked about the Ohio rehabilitation services commission that we have up on the screen. About 800 number is there so you can contact them. There we have services commission is into agencies. The Bureau of vocational rehabilitation which deals with all individuals with all types of disabilities with the exception of those who left a visual impairment. Those students who are visually impaired work with the other agency under the rehab Services Commission called the Bureau of services for the visually impaired. We want to encourage you as you get closer to graduation time, you may be at the end of your junior year. Take some time to call these agencies. Get connected with them. Have a discussion about what support they can provide and how they might assist you in your direction in going to college. Okay. So, we are getting close to the end of the time now for the program, and we want to talk about our next few programs. Getting ready for college, which is going to be on Tuesday July 1st. We will talk about personal skills and attitude. We will talk about independence, self advocacy, we will go all little farther with that. And persistence. 

>>> And then on our final program, getting ready for college to preview what courses do I need to take in high school? Interacting with the school and the IEP planning. College planning. Extra curricular STEM opportunities. Okay. We are at the home work phase of our program tonight. And we want you to spend some time these next few weeks, and we want you to visit and a list for us three Web sites of disability Services offices in the list of colleges that you sent to us. So, take a look at that list. Gold is at that college website.
